WHEREAS, & schedule of allotments approved by the Secretary of the Interior has been deposited in the General Land Office,
whereby it appears that Louisa Ped ZTyes, Louise Bleck Feet, or Louisa Cloudman, heir
of Wellie Blackfoot Jack, a Rosebud Indian,

has been allotted the following-described land:

The northeast querter of Section twenty-three in Township thirty-nine
north of Renge thirty west of the Sixth Principsl Meridian, South Dekota,

conteining one hundred sixty scres:

NOW ENOW YE, That the UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, in consideration of the premises, has allotted, and by these presents does
allot, unto the said Indian the Land above described, and hereby declares that it does and will hold the Land thus allotted (subject to all
statutory provisions and restrictions) for the period of twenty-five years, in trust for the sole use and benefit of the said Indian and at
the expiration of said period the United States will convey the same by patent to said Indian in fee, discharged of said trust and free
from all charge and incumbrance whatsoever; but in the event said Indian dies before the expiration of said trust period, the Secretary of
the Interior shall ascertain the legal heirs of said Indian and either issue to them in their names a patent in fee for said Land, or cause
said Land to be sold for the benefit of said heirs as provided by law; and there is reserved from the lands hereby allotted, a right of way
thereon for ditches or canals constructed by the authority of the United States.

This patent is issued in lieu of Peatent No. 547981, dated Qotober 2,
1916, and shsll rot operate to extend the trust declared in thet patent.
